The following units were represented by proxy: #22,23,25,26,27,29,
32,33,39,40,41,44,45,47,49,55,56,58, and 63. The following units
were represented in person: #20,31,34,37,46,48,51, and 52. With 27
units being represented either by proxy or in person, a quorum was
established.

The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m. by acting Chairman,
Chuck Beardsley. It was pointed out that former Chairman and
Director, Ken McLeod, had resigned due to selling his unit in March
1993. Director Beardsley had been appointed by the Board at that
time to serve as Chairman for the remainder of the term.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Ron Wise moved to approve the minutes of the 1992 Annual Meeting.

Dennis Kelleher seconded. Passed unanimously.
FINANCIAL REPORT

Chuck Beardsley presented operational (checking account), and reserve
(money market) account balances as of August 31, 1993. Chuck stated
that accounts receivables are in good shape, with the exception of
one unit which the Association has filed a lien against.

Chuck discussed the actual year to date expenses as compared to the
1993 budget. It was noted that chimney sweeping was over budget.
This was caused by budgeting only one chimney per unit instead of
two. Snow removal was over budget due to the severe winter of
1992/93. Each unit owner was assessed $225.00 to cover this overage.

An owner inquired as to how access is gained to units to perform
chimney sweeping. Wanda Marlatt from Ridgepine stated that a
majority of owners have given a key to Ridgepine, which is kept in a
lock box. If Ridgepine does not have a key, most often a key can be
obtained from an owners rental agency or cleaning person. Allene
Brooks asked if it wouldn’t be to an owners, and Ridgepine’s,
advantage to have a key in the lock box for each unit in case of
emergency. Wanda said yes it would be, and encourages any owner who
has not given Ridgepine a key to do so.
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Chuck Beardsley provided each owner with a copy of the reserve
schedule the Association uses for forecasting capital expensed
projects, such as re-roofing, sunken deck replacement, etc. According
to the present schedule, it is anticipated that $20,200 will be ’
needed for capital improvements in 1994. Chuck informed the owners
that this schedule is reviewed each year by the Board, and
adjustments made as necessary.

AUO MANAGER’S REPORT

Wanda Marlatt, AUO Account Manager, Ridgepine, Inc. presented the
Manager’s Report. Topics discussed were landscape maintenance, sSnow
removal, chimney cleaning, flower planting, garages, sunken deck
replacement, garbage collection, storage enhancement ballot, and
exterior staining.

Owners are reminded that each garbage enclosure contains only two
cans. If the garbage enclosure which has your unit number on it is
full, you may use any other garbage enclosure which has room. You
are not limited to use of just your garbage enclosure.

Allene Brooks asked if it would be possible for the Association to
replace some trees in front of units 45,46,47, and 48. Trees have
been removed over the years, but nothing has replaced them. Wanda
stated she would obtain a bid from the landscape contractor and
present to the Board for consideration at the spring 1994 Board
meeting.

CURRENT BUSINESS

Coupon Books

Wanda Marlatt asked owners present if they would be agreeable to
changing to coupon books as a form of collecting quarterly
assessments. Coupon books would be issued to each unit owner, having
4 coupons, one for each guarter. Ridgepine would not send out
guarterly statements, however, would continue to send out late
notices, lien notices, etc. Owners present agreed to this change,
which will take effect January 1, 1994.

Wildflower II Quarterly Assessment Adjustment

Chuck Beardsley discussed the proposed 1994 budget, which each owner
was given a copy of. He stated that in order to meet the proposed
operating budget, and continue to accumulate adequate reserve for
capital replacement projects, an increase of $50.00 per quarter was
necessary, bringing quarterly assessments to $350.00.

Mr. Hallam moved to accept the 1994 budget including the ingrease of
50.00 per qQuarter. Dennis Kelleher seconded. Passed unanimously.
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Snow Removal

Chuck Beardsley asked owners present if they were satisfied with the
current snow removal specifications. Specifically he wanted to know
if the Association should continue to pay for snow removal from
walks, or should this be an owners responsibility. Owners present
stated they liked the existing specifications, and would like to see
the Association continue to pay for walk snow removal.

Gas Line

In 1990, at the request of Wildflower II, and after an affirmative
vote, Cascade Natural Gas installed a gas line to the Wildflowers

so that unit owners could install gas water heaters and furnaces. To
date, not as many owners as Cascade Natural Gas anticipated have made
this change. Rod Englert, owner of unit 34 stated that he had

Rod Englert, owner of unit 34, stated that he had converted both his
furnace and hot water heater to gas and has seen a very substantial
savings in his energy bill. Rod strongly encouraged owners to
consider making this change.

1994 Annual Meeting

It was suggested that the Board consider Saturday, September 17, 1994
as the date for the 1994 annual meeting. Preferably to be held in
the SROA conference room.

Exterior Lighting
Allene Brooks asked the Board to consider placing additional exterior

lighting around units 31,32, and 48. The Board requested Ridgepine
obtain quotes to present at the spring Board of Directors meeting.

Sunken Deck Replacement

As part of the on going sunken deck replacement program, decks have
been replaced this summer on units 47 and 48. The sunken decks will
be replaced on units 20, 51, and 52 this fall, weather permitting.

ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Mrs. Bishop moved to ratify the Board of Directors appointment gi.
Dennis Kelleher to fill the unexpired term of Ken Mcleod, which will
expire in 1994. Rod Englert seconded. Passed unanimously.

Allene Brooks moved to elect chuck Beardsley to a 2 year term on the
Board of Directors, to expire in 1995. Ron Wise seconded. Passed
unanimously.
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APPROVAL OF BOARD ACTIONS

Mr. Hallam moved to approve the actions of the Board of Directors for
the past year. Rod Englert seconded. Passed unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, Dennis Kelleher moved to
adjourn the 1993 Wildflower II Annual Meeting. Mr. Hallam seconded.
Passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 3:20 p.m.

AUO MANAGER’S REPORT

This report was prepared by Wanda Marlatt, AUO Account Manager.

LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE

The 1993 landscape maintenance contract was awarded to Deschutes
Environmental Services. For the past several years, Landsystems

has received this contract, however, during the past few years they
have become more difficult to work with, and owners have been

less pleased with their services. The DES contract includes spring
clean-up (limbs and branches), irrigation start up and winterization,
monitoring of irrigation system, removal of pine needle build up on
the parking area twice, mow trim and removal of grass clipping
(twice), blowing of parking lot (twice), and fertilization (twice).
This contract runs from May through October at a cost of $4,243.00.

SNOW REMOVAL

The 1992/93 snow removal contract was awarded to Deschutes
Environmental Services. This contract calls for snow removal at
persisting accumulations of 4" or more. Cost per removal is
determined by which type of equipment is required (i.e. truck with
mounted plow $40/hr, Bobcat $45/hr, or diesel plow $60.00). Walkways
are cleared for $7.50 each. The majority of snow removal this past
winter utilized the truck with mounted plow ($40.00/hr). $1,000 was
budgeted for 1992/93 snow removal, which the actual coming in at
$10,825.28. This amount was divided equally among all 48 unit
owners, with each owner being billed back in the amount of $225.00.
This bill back was done so that money would not have to be taken
from the reserve account.

CHIMNEY INSPECTION/CLEAN

Every other year the Association budgets a chimney inspection, and
cleaning if necessary for all units. This work was performed during
March 1993 and will be performed again in March 1995. The cost for
an inspection (if cleaning was not required) was $7.50. Cost to
clean both chimneys was $50.00. This work was performed by A Kleene
Sweep Chimney Service, a licensed, bonded chimney service.

FLOWER PLANTING

Several owners have expressed a desire for more flowers on property.
Wildflower seeds were planted a few years ago, but they did not do
very well. It was suggested some type of plant which would grow
along the fence would be nice. I worked with DES and 8 Honeysuckle
have been planted in front of units 19-24. This project cost
approximately $200.00. These plants should bloom each year and can
be trained to grow along the fence rails. This is a test project to
see how they survive before any additional plantings take place.
